demonstrate wartime domestic life and to show the need for evacuation.
Pupils will have the opportunity to handle and investigate original objects.

e A short talk by a real WWII evacuee (as available) with the opportunity to ask
questions.

o 1940s picnic lunch (appropriate food to be provided by parents).

¢ Final allocation of the children to their farming occupations and
accommodation before boarding their transport ‘to go to the farm’.

Pupils and staff should come dressed in 1940s style clothing with an identity label
(template supplied prior to visit), gas mask box and suitable wartime lunch.

return to school.
