Ever fancied meeting a dinosaur face to face – now is your chance as some of the dinosaurs from the BBC Walking with Dinosaurs Exhibition: Jurassic, come to Cheltenham Art Gallery & Museum.  Millions of years ago way before Cheltenham existed these fantastic creatures were roaming in a landscape all of their own.  
Planned for the show here is a T-Rex head - the whole dinosaur is too big to get into the museum – a Deinonychus, which are both meat eating and a Torosaurus, who preferred to munch on plants.  The T-Rex lived in what is now North America and was one of the largest carnivores; meeting a Deinonychus could also be a deadly experience, with its large fangs and sharp claws; a Torosauraus was more gentle and also lived in what is now North America and Asia.

To link in with the exhibition we have a programme of family activities as well.  A taste of these creatures' landscape is given through scenic panels from the television programme, BBC Walking with Dinosaurs and you can also marvel at real fossils that are over 100 million years old."
